Franck Guicherd (pn/tp)  Alain Bidot-Naude (dr)  Renaud Louis-Servais (gt) Henri Dorina (bs)

Le guitariste francais Renaud Louis-Servais est 'un des talents les plus
reconnus de la scene jazz-rock-fusion actuelle. Jouant sur tous les types de
guitare (électrique, cordes nylon, folk et guitare-synthé) et montrant une
rare passion pour la musicalité, Renaud aime brouiller les lignes et
transcender les clivages musicaux...

Son premier album “ILUNA” (2011) a été entierement enregistré et mixé pat
Steve Prestage (Gino Vannelli, Gary Moore, Peter Gabriel...). Soutenu par de
magnifiques themes et de belles influences, cet album reflete ce qui a
toujours animé Renaud musicalement: le plaisir de naviguer librement entre
le ‘métal’, la musique progressive, le jazz et le rock, en portant une attention
particuliere a la composition et et a la qualité sonore.

3 titres issus de cet album ont atteint les semi-finals de la prestigieuse
compétition américaine de composition ‘International Songwriting
Competition’ (ISC); I'album a également recu des critiques élogieuses de la
presse internationale (Guitarist Magazine, Guitare Xtreme, Higlands
Magazine...), des sites musicaux spécialisé (GuitarNoize, Arlequins, Jazz-
Rock.com, Abstraclogix...) et des show web tels JazzRockTV (Allemagne).
Sur les ondes, le titre ‘Gimmick’ a été classé n°1 durant plusieurs jours sur le
Top-20 des auditeurs de la radio Latch Radio (Fort Wayne, USA), parmi
d’autres titres comme ‘Dom’ et ‘Chani’ également tres bien classés.

RENAUD LOUIS-SERVAIS

Influencé par son pere guitariste classique, Renaud Louis-Servais apprend la guitare a I'age
de 8 ans avec son frere ainé. A cette époque, ils baignent tous deux dans la musique des
groupes hard-rock des années 80.

ALAIN BIDOT-NAUDE

HENRI DORINA

Henri Dorina adopte la basse a 20 ans apres s’étre essayé a la guitare. Ses influences sont
tres diverses: la musique des Antilles, ses origines, mais aussi le jazz, le blues, le funk puis
le jazz-rock, notamment a I'écoute de Stanley Clarke. Au cours des vingt dernieres années,

FRANCK GUICHERD

Franck Guicherd est issu d'une famille de musiciens. Son pere Yves est un saxophoniste et
compositeur reconnu, et son frere Jérome percussioniste a |'Orchestre Philarmonique de
Paris. Franck débute le piano vers 5 ans et la trompette vers 9 ans. Apres des études
musicales classiques de piano et trompette au C.N.R. de Cergy (95), il se dirige assez vite
vers le jazz.

lluna illustrates both the chemistry and trust between the talented gquartet's
members, allowing Louis-Servais to wear his formidable rock and fusion
influences aon his sleeve. His opening three-song cycle spans 24 minutes, with "Theme d'lluna” leading off.
Guicherd's atmosphertic synthesizer intro leads to several rhythmic shifts by Dorina and Bidot-Maude as the
guitarist's use of sustain echoes Gary Moore and Steve Vai.

"Euria” part two of the cycle, downshifts into a 68-fimed cadence that showcases Louis-Servais’ clean-toned
riythim plaving and saloing. Guicherd shows his dexterity by playing a trumpet solo (as well as kevhoard parts on
bioth acoustic and Fender Rhodes electric pianos), and Dorina effortlessly switches from fretless hass back to
fretted for part three, the classically-influenced "Chani® fwith a chanted intro by Djamila Ghilani, the only vocal on
an otherwise instrumental disc).

Guicherd sticks to acoustic piano on "Pat” since Louis-Serais provides the plugged-in textures on guitar
synthesizer in a salute to Pat Metheny. The [eader also shows glimpses of John McLaughlin, Allan Holdswarth
and Scott Henderson throughout, yvet still manages to display his own style as hoth a player and composer.
"Gimmick is anything bot, featuring a rollicking riythmic undercurrent, boogie-woogie piano accompaniment by
Guillaume Houssel, and banner solos and trades hetween Louis-Servais and saxophonist Alessandro Mocco.

The saxophonist returns for the tranguil "La Guete de REoland," which spoflights Louis-Servais' acoustic guitar
finesse, and also for the closing "Dom." After the core quaret lures the listener into a fiery, 7i8-timed "Magnet 7"
and hints at Jeff Beck on the atmospheric "Pulse” Mocco rejoins the lineup to take Louis-Serais' final influential
nod even further into the stratosphere.

on "Dam," the guitarist's clean-toned chords introduce an insistent rhythimic pattern by Dorina and Bidot-Maude,
plus accompanying textures by Guicherd and Mocco -- all ofwhich help to build the thematic, wshammy bar-driven
epic. The feel here is reminiscent of Beck's 1980 CD There and Back, an appropriate theme for Lodis-5enais’
initial lunar mission.

Renaud Louis-Servais Lrour Renaud Louis-Servais was born in France in
1972. Thanks to his father, a classic guitar player, he started
playing the guitar at the age of 8. Growing older, he played
many gigs in Paris clubs with rock cover bands, and after
several years, his musical influences became many and varied
(metal, jazz, fusion, prog-rock...). Listening to guitar players
such as John Mc Laughlin, Pat Metheny, Scott Henderson,
Frank Gambale or Allan Holdsworth helped him build his
own guitar-playing style. He created the fusion band ILUNA
in 2000 where he met Alain Bidot-Naude (drums) and Henni
Dorina (bass). The band was semi-finalist in 2008 and 2009

Renaud's creativity (and, dare I say, gratitude) is particularly
noticeahble on the fourth track of the album, simply called "Pat.”
It is perhaps the greatest tribute to guitarist, Pat Metheny,
ever recorded, He uses the trademark Metheny synthesizer
sound to not only create 3 great minutes of music, but it 1= like
he Is giving thanks to one of his favarite master teachers.
